Guidelines

The Australian Nuclear Science and Technology Organisation (ANSTO) receives funding from the Department of Innovation, Industry, Science and Research (DIISR) to deliver the Access to Major Research Facilities Program (AMRFP), an element of the International Science Linkages (ISL) Program, which has been established by the Commonwealth.  
The AMRFP supports travel to access a major research facility not available in Australia or to attend overseas strategic planning meetings to secure access to a major research facility.  The objectives of AMRF are to:
(a)
Increase the uptake of leading-edge science and technology through

· increased participation by Australian researchers and industry in strategically focused, leading edge, international science, engineering and technology

· increased strategic alliances between Australian and overseas researchers and industry; and

(b)
Contribute to the Federal government’s industry development and economic growth objectives by increased researcher participation in global science and technology.

As a recipient of AMRFP funding, you have agreed to provide ANSTO with a detailed report 30 days following the conclusion of your activity and a report submitted 12 months from the conclusion of the activity.  The following performance indicators have been drafted to help the Commonwealth measure the extent to which the Access to Major Research Facilities Program contributes to the objectives of the International Science Linkages Program: specifically to increase the uptake of leading edge science and technology, and contribute to the Government’s industry development and economic growth objectives.

ANSTO is required to provide DIISR with copies of these reports.  DIISR uses input, output and outcomes measures to report on the efficiency and effectiveness of activities.
All publications and presentations containing data arising from AMRFP funded trips must contain the following acknowledgement: ‘The access to major research facilities program is supported by the Commonwealth of Australia under the International Science Linkages program.'
